The Master’s in Development Practice (MDP): Indigenous Development teaches the skills 
required to be a successful practitioner of sustainable development in Canada and abroad.

The course also offers analysis of Western research methods and both their histories in 
colonial practices as well as their potential usefulness in Indigenous community-based development 
research and applications.
